
YELLOW BALL TOURNAMENT 
JULY 4TH COUPLES’ EVENT 

 
 
Format: 
 

1. Each team has four players. Prior to teeing off on each hole, select one 
person to play the yellow ball. Each person must play the yellow ball at 
least four times during the 18-holes. 

2. Each player tees off on every hole. Select the best drive – the yellow ball 
player will play in and their score recorded. The remaining three players 
will play a scramble in to the hole. Add both scores (the scramble score 
and the yellow ball score) together for a total score on the hole. 

3. If the yellow ball is lost, you must re-mark a new ball with the team 
number, add the penalty strokes and proceed to complete the hole being 
played.  

4. Handicap strokes are given as they fall on the card for the yellow ball net 
total per hole. 

5. Scramble team members may move the ball one club length, not to 
improve your lie or closer to the hole. Play the yellow ball as it lies. 

6. Prizes: 
a. 1st Place – 50% of purse 
b. 2nd Place – 30% of purse 
c. 3rd Place – 20% of purse
